AAJA's mission is to encourage Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders 
(AAPIs) to enter the ranks of journalism, work for fair and accurate coverage 
of AAPIs, and promote increasing the number of AAPI journalists and news 
managers in the industry.

The following grants are intended to support print or 
online news interns and give them an opportunity to 
practice daily journalism while gaining valuable career-
building experience. 

l The Chicago Tribune Foundation in partnership 
with AAJA is awarding three grants of $1,500. 

l The William Woo Internship Fund will award 
one grant of $1,000 in honor of the first Asian American 
editor of a major metropolitan newspaper in the U.S. 

The stipend is to be used toward living expenses or 
transportation. 

Applicants must: (a) be committed to AAJA's mission, 
(b) have a serious interest in pursuing a career in print 
or online journalism, (c) be full-time college students or 
recent college graduates, and (d) have already secured 
a 2010 summer internship at a print or online company 
before applying for this internship grant. 

AAJA membership is encouraged for all applicants and 
required for the selected interns.

Applications must be received by April 23, 
2010.

2)  ESSAY QUESTION:  In 200 words, state why you want to pursue a career in print or online     
  journalism, what you hope to gain from the experience, and why AAJA's mission is important to you.

3)  LETTER OF RECOMMENDATION:  Your letter can be from your editor, professor, counselor or a 
professional journalist.

4)  RÉSUMÉ:  Single-sided, 8.5”x11” white paper.

5)  PROOF OF AGE:  Please submit a photocopy of your driver’s license, passport or birth certificate.  Must be 
at least 18 years old to participate.

6)  STATEMENT OF FINANCIAL NEED: Please type out a short statement explaining your need for 
assistance.

7)  INTERNSHIP VERIFICATION: Copy of internship acceptance letter or other verification documents.
